Out of Zone Applications for 2020.

Each year the Board makes a small number of places available for children who live outside
the school’s enrolment zone. This is restricted to children who will turn five over the period in
question.

Applications can be for children who would be starting school at any time between October
2021 and December 2022. All applications must be received by 18 October, which is the first
day of Term Four.

Please note there is no automatic right of enrolment for siblings. If you already have an
older child enrolled at Everglade School as an Out of Zone Pupil, you must still apply.

No application means no enrolment.

We are required to follow a prescribed process for prioritising enrolment applications, as set
by the Ministry of Education.
