If you choose to pay this charge, your child will automatically have entry
to all four shows in the year.

If you prefer to choose show by show, the charge for a single show is
$8.00 per pupil.

If you choose for your child to not attend these shows, they will be given
supervised learning while the show is being performed.

The Visiting Performer Charge offers you a significant discount. It is your
choice whether to take up this chance or not.
